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Two-day ''Open doors at Court'' event on the occasion of marking the European Day of Civil Justice 23. – 24. October 2009. 

Two-day''Open doors at Court'' event marking the European Day of Civil Justice (celebrated yearly on 25 October)  that was held on 23rd and 24th October 2009 at Cantonal Court in Novi Travnik  began on Friday 23.October 2009 at 8 a.m. with simbolic opening of court doors  and releasing of baloons followed by organized tours for elemetary and high school students, pre-school children and university students in the aim of getting them better acquainted and informed about the structure of judicial authority in BiH as well as about the structure and jurisdiction of Cantonal Court Novi Travnik. Organized groups were provided with promotion materials about Cantonal Court Novi Travnik and other governmental and nongovernmental organizations. 
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A ceremony of official signing of the Agreement on cooperation between Canton Court Novi Travnik and Law faculties in Canton 6 was also held at Cantonal Court Novi Travnik in the aim of professional and practical training of senior year students. This signing was attended by the Dean of the Faculty of Law Sarajevo prof.dr. Borislav Petrović, Dean of the Faculty of Law Sciences , Open University „APEIRON“, prof.dr. Miloš Triofković and Dean of Faculty of Law Kiseljak, prof dr. Mehmed Kenović. 
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On the first day of the event president of Cantonal Court Novi Travnik presented the Canton Court Novi Travnik Informative manual, which is actually a collection of useful information which will contribute to better exchange of information between the Court and court users.
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We also held a press conference attended by president of the High Judicial and Prosecutorial Council of BiH Mr. Milorad Novković, president of Cantonal court Novi Travnik Mrs. Katica Jozak-Mađar and special representative of the BiH General Secretary of the Council of Europe Mrs.  Caroline Ravoud. On that occasion organizers have emphasized the importance and need for marking the European Day of Civil Justice.  
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After the press conference president of the High Judicial and Prosecutorial Council of BiH Mr. Milorad Novković, president of Cantonal Court Novi Travnik Mrs. Katica Jozak-Mađar and special representative of the BiH General Secretary of the Council of Europe Mrs.  Caroline Ravoud unveiled a memorial which will be a permanent reminder of the importance of marking of  the European  Day of Civil Justice in BiH which is aimed at enabling citizens to get better acquainted and educated about their rights and the functioning of justice system which is guaranteeing protection and exercising of their rights.
