Cantonal Court Novi Travnik

„For justice to be efficient, attainable and equall for all“
About the court
Cantonal Court Novi Travnik , as the highest institution of the judiciary in the Central Bosnia Canton will ensure equall access to justice, solving all court procedure efficiantly, within the timelines prescribed by the law, according to the laws and highest standards of human rights protection and freedoms guaranteed by the Constitution of B&H and European Convention on the Human Rights Protection and Basic Freedoms.
Cantonal Court Novi Travnik (earlier called Županijski/Cantonal Court in Travnik) was founded on the grounds of The law on courts from 18 December 1997, for the area of Central Bosnia Canton. It became operational on 01 June 1998. It covers the area of the following twelve muncipalities of Central Bosnia and Hercegovina: Travnik, Novi Travnik, Bugojno, Jajce, Gornji Vakuf/Uskoplje, Kreševo, Dobretići, Busovača, Vitez, Kiseljak, Fojnica and Kreševo. According to the 1991 census this area has population of 338.979. 
Until year 2004 the court was situated in Travnik and since 15th March 2004 it has been situated in Novi Travnik, street Kralja Tvrtka bb. The Court has 12 judges including The President of the court and one additional judge. One position for an additional judge is vacant. The Court has 40 employees. It also has a Program for jurist trainees – Bachelor of Law, 18 of such have completed  this programe until the present day. The court has 4 expert assistants.
Cantonal Court Novi Travnik is an Appeal Court for all civil and penal cases adjucated by Municipal Courts and it also has a degree of first instance authority in administrative cases and penal (for offences punishable by imprisonment for a term of over ten years). 
The following three Municipal Courts are operating under the authority of this court: Municipal Court Travnik, Municipal Court Bugojno with it's Department in Jajce and Municipal Court Kiseljak. 

Important projects:
Website

In the aim of public and transparent work of this court we have created a Cantonal Court Novi Travnik website in September 2005. The website contains the shedule of trials as well as all other relevant information about the court and other  activities at the court. The website is updated on regular bases. 
Bulletin

Cantonal Court Novi Travnik published „Bilten“ (Bulletin) in year 2007, 2008 and 2009. The Bulletin contains an overview of court practice regarding penal, civil and administrative law in Cantonal Court Novi Travnik, a selection of rulings of Cantonal Court Novi Travnik upon appeals made before The Constitutional Court of B&H  and examples of court practice at other courts. Besides all that The Bulletin offers other  usefull contents in the form of articles, legal stands and information about current events. 
CMS (Case Management System)

Implementation of automated system for case management - CMS (Case Management System) in year 2007. (CMS) – Case Management System, a project which is being implemented by the High Judicial and Prosecutorial Council of B&H the purpose of which is full automation of work processes at courts and prosecutor offices for all staff profiles which will enable higher level of efficiency and transparency of work, monitoring of statistic information and reporting at the level of individual courts as well as at the state level. 
Membership in The European Network of Pilot Courts

Cantonal Court Novi Travnik is the B&H representative in The European Network of Pilot Courts since year 2007. The Network has been established in the aim of: supporting the activities of CEPEJ through better understanding of every-day work of courts, pointing to the best work practices in euoropean courts which then could be presented before the relevant authorities in different states in order to be adopted in the aim of improving of efficiency of judicial systems. 
Project „Equal access to justice“
It is aimed at improving access to justice through public and transparent work of courts and citizens' awareness about plans for resolvement of old cases by publishing information about such cases including the timeframe within which the court should resolve them. Information about this project is made availble at the court's website www.ksudnt.ba, CEPEJ website www.coe/int.cepej , and in hard copy at court info desk.  

With this project our court participated in competition „Crystal Scales of Justice“ which is organized by The Council of Europe and The European Commission.  
USAID/JSDP European standards

In year 2008 we have signed  a Memo on understanding between the High Judicial and Prosecutorial Council B&H,  Project of development of justice sector (JSDP) and Cantonal Court Novi Travnik. By doing so the Cantontal Court Novi Travnik together with 22 other courts in BiH has joined The Programme of application of european standards in court administration and it became obliged to implement at least 19 mandatory work standards created by JSDP/USAID. The aim of this project is the advancement of court administration and court business and it has been conceptualized in such way that it meets all the criteria for joining the EU in the sphere of justice.
Cantonal Court Novi Travnik has become a model court for full implementation of European standards. 

Monography „Ten years of Cantonal Court Novi Travnik“

In 2008 we have marked the tenth anniversary of founding of Novi Travnik Cantonal Court. On that occasion we have issued  monography “Ten years of Cantonal Court Novi Travnik 1998-2008” . On this occasion documentary film is also been made.
Professional training
In cooperation with CEST F BiH all judges of this court take more professional training in a year than required by regulations.There is also professional training of judges, officials and employees according to the Plan of education for judicial and non-judicial staff and according to the Strategy of professional training and education of judges, expert assistants, officials and employees of the Cantonal Court Novi Travnik.

Library- The court library is being supplied each year with law-books, professional journals, gazettes and other professional literature, in order to facilitate quality professional training of judges and other employees.
Data base of court decisions – According to the plan to use advantages of informational technologies court decisions of the Cantonal Court Novi Travnik are being stored on the common server of the court. Thus, so called eletronic collection of court decisions is established. The judges are in position to use the practice of other judges during the decisions making process in order to equalise the court practice.
European Day of Civil Justice

On the occasion of marking of European Day of Civil Justice (25th October 2009), Cantonal Court Novi Travnik in the capacity of B&H representative in the European Network of Pilot Courts, with support and assistance from High Judicial and Prosecutorial Council of Bosnia and Herzegovina as the co-organizer, will hold a central manifestation in  marking of European Day of Civil Justice on 23rd and 24th October 2009 - ''Open doors at Court''.  Two-day event will include the following activities: free access to the Court and guided tours, promotion of informative manual, agreement on cooperation with Law faculties in Central Bosnia Canton, holding of the 1st Conference on the occasion of marking of European Day of Civil Justice  '' Current moment of B&H justice system in European justice systems'' („Aktualni trenutak pravosuđa u BiH u Europskim pravosudnim sustavima), distribution of promotion materials etc…

All the aforementioned activities are organized in the aim of informing citizens about their rights, ways of exercising and protecting their rights, raising awareness of citizens of efforts B&H justice system has put in into raising the degree of confidence of citizens in B&H justice system and it's day to day functioning, improving relations between judicial bodies and citizens by bringing the justice system closer to court users and in that way raise the level of public and transparent work of justice system.
